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Caution:
You must remove the blade guard on your table saw to 
use the sled. To prevent accidents:
n �Adjust the blade so that no more than 1/4 in. is 

exposed above the board you’re sawing. 
n �Keep your hands well away from the path of the 

blade. 
n �After completing a cut, turn off the saw and let the 

blade come to a complete stop before moving the 
sled.
